Traian Sandu (Sorbonne Nouvelle — Université Paris 3, Franta) este profesor
de istorie contemporand, specializat in fascism, relatii internationale si istoria
Europei Centrale si de Est.

Piotr Trojanski (Universitatea din Cracovia, Polonia) este profesor de istorie
contemporana, specializat in istoria Holocaustului, istoria sociala a evreilor polonezi
st educatia despre Holocaust.
